Summoning ,507
apy* makes him swear a double
sided oath of 701 and nNnK: firstly,
not to bury him in D*¥n (NMXR) and
secondly, to bury him in 59w pax
in 1595071 MR (Ton).

7on is an act of kindness that is
done for someone despite the fact
that they don’t deserve it or didn’t
do anything to earn it. *”&7 explains
that apy* was concerned that aov
would be upset with him for not
burying his mother, %r, in nyn
93111, Thus he explained to fov
how 51 had passed away on the
way to o5 1’2 and had been buried
on the roadside by ’’s command,
so that she could beseech mercy
for the Jews who were being led
into captivity after the destruction
of w7 na by Nevuchadnezzar
of Bavel. Thus, despite apy*’s not
burying 5m in 199507 nyn, he
requests of q©» an act of Ton in a
promise that he will bury him with
his fathers.

Additionally, 3py* emphasizes
an element of MK in requesting
not to be buried in o%n. In a
rather surprising final lecture to
his favorite son, apy* makes no
mention of how proud he is of 7oY.
Rather, he simply emphasizes the
importance of not making 0*7¥1 his
home — don’t get buried here! This
point is made clear as well in 2p}*’'s

This blessing of #o's two
children gives o the official 17122
— the double portion belonging to
the first born. Had 3py»® originally
only married M, JoY was to have
been the paradigm 732. In spiritual
terms, he would have received the
double portion of command over
both the physical and spiritual
worlds. And indeed, fJ0» was
heading in that direction in the first
seventeen years of his life. Striving
to absorb as much TP and TN
knowledge as he could, he never
left apy*’s side.
